RULES & INFORMATION

10.

All games are played to British Crown Green Bowling Association Rules.

All entrants must sign in at the registration point when they arrive at the green, this
must be done at each session, and bowlers must ensure that they make themselves
known to the Organisers.

The scratching time is 30 minutes after the start time of each session — THIS WILL
BE STRICTLY ADHERED TO - any entrant who has not reported to the registration
point within time will be scratched and will forfeit their entry fee.

Once the draw for venues and time has been made, it will not be possible to swap
session’s, any bowler not able to play on the day and/or session allocated to them
will have to forfeit their place in that particular tournament, refunds of entry fees will
not be given.

Practising on the greens beforehand will be at the discretion of the Organisers or
Bowling Clubs concerned.

All Bowlers who have reached the prize money stage of any tournament in the
Festival will forfeit this money in the event of them not turning up to play during the
later stages.

No reserve list for ANY drawn competition.
All games are 21up off scratch unless stated otherwise.

All juniors have to be under 18 by the start date of the Festival to enter the junior
competition.

A smart dress code will be present for the finalists for the Alun Jones and George
Davies finals night — referees will be in situ.
